3. Applications must be submitted by the applicant or family member. Applications submitted by an 
instructor will not be accepted.

*Applications will not be accepted until the applicant is registered and paid for the term they 
are auditioning for.

4. Applicants must complete an audition consisting of a prepared portion of a solo. If you have 
previously performed a piece that was awarded a scholarship, you must select a new piece.   
Your audition starts once you walk into the audition room and have been introduced to the 
adjudicators. The adjudicators may interrupt your piece at any point in time.   
 
5. Vocalists Only: If you would like an accompanist, and don’t have one already, please pick up a 
How to Find an Accompanist information sheet at the FSPA office. You may apply for assistance in 
paying for an accompanist if needed through the Fund for Student Needs. 
 
6. Scholarship awards are determined solely by the adjudicators at the time of the audition.  
Summer awards range from $50 – $300. Semester 1/Semester 2 awards range from $100 - $750.
